At 91, John De Santo passed away of 
natural causes at his home in Lake 
Havana City, Az. 

Lion John began in New York Hyde

Little League baseball team (20 years +) 
then transferred to Foster City Lions in 
1979 where he was active for about 13 
years or more. He was, among other 
things, Foster City Lion of the Year, and 
Foster City Citizen of the Year (1986)  
and a veteran of Christmas Tree Sales in 
both New York Hyde Park Lions Club  
and in Foster City Lions Club. 

Perhaps what Lion John claimed as his 
favorite part of Lionism was working 
with children.  He started an eye care 

program  that is known to have assisted 
over 200 children with exams and glasses 
that could not have afforded them.  The 
improvement this brought to their young 
lives and their future is the heart of 
Lionism. 

Lion John was the recipient of a Life 
Membership in Lions International and a 
Melvin Jones Fellowship, the most 
prestigious award a Lions Club gives a 
member for outstanding service. 

 He is survived by his wife Rosalia, and 
her children, and his daughter Sharon Ma 
and her husband, Ron, of Foster City and 
his son John Jr , and daughter in law 
Margaret of Allentown, Pennsylvania, 
and their families.
