“RFB&D is unique in the world
in the number and variety of
titles that we provide to stu-
dents with disabilities that make
reading challenging or impossi-
ble,” said Richard O. Scribner,
RFB&D’s President and CEO.
“Our recorded textbooks ensure
that access to the printed page
does not stand in the way of

educational success for moti-
vated and ambitious students.”

Lauren Kelly of Orinda, one of
our local members, said the fol-
lowing about the impact of
RFB&D on her academic and
personal success, “For me,
RFB&D is nothing short of a
Godsend and | am so grateful
that RFB&D is out there to
make print disabled people feel
not so different from everyone
else. Before discovering
RFB&D, | was missing out on
the full experience of reading
novels and textbooks, just be-
cause | had visual limitations
that prevented me from reading
a book “normally.” Now, | am at
the same pace and reading
level as my classmates.”

It all started with a stream of letters
to the Ladies’ Auxiliary at the New
York City Public Library in the late
1940s. Soldiers blinded in combat
during the battles of World War |l
were home and trying to reclaim
their lives. For many, moving for-
ward meant continuing their educa-
tion through the Gl Bill of Rights.
But how were they to learn if they
could not read a book?

Anne Macdonald, a woman of sig-
nificant principle and equally signifi-
cant influence, was moved. Assert-
ing that, “education is a right, not a
privilege,” Macdonald organized her
friends within the Auxiliary, the busi-
ness community, academia and the
media. In an attic over the library,
they began making recordings of
the textbooks needed by the
wounded veterans. It was 1948, and
Recording for the Blind®, as it was
then known, was born.

Over time, word of this unique re-
source spread. As Anne Macdonald
began to establish recording facili-
ties and recruit volunteer readers
around the country, requests for ac-
cessible textbooks flowed in not just
from college students, but also from
younger students, their parents and
their teachers.

Today, RFB&D relies on the service
of more than 5,000 highly trained
volunteers to read and record books
in every subject area and grade
level in 28 special recording facili-
ties from coast to coast, including
the Palo Alto studio of our Northern
California Unit.

The Northern California Unit is re-
sponsible for serving nine counties
including San Francisco, San
Mateo, Santa Clara, Santa Cruz,
Monterey, Alameda, Contra Costa,
Marin, and Sonoma. In these nine
counties, there are approximately
37,000 students who could benefit
from RFB&D'’s services.

Today, over 4,000 of these students
from kindergarten through graduate
school are RFB&D members across
all nine of these counties. Our Unit
has recently expanded to 3 field
educational outreach offices in San
Francisco, the South Bay, and the
East Bay to better serve individual
students and 142 member schools
in those local areas. Over the past
18 months, we have increased the
number of students served in our
nine county territory by nearly 50%.
In the next 18 months, we hope to
be able to raise the funds needed to
further expand our student member-
ship to reach a total of over 5,000
students.

‘Finding (RFB&D) was the greatest
discovery that | had ever made. It
enhanced my academic perform-
ance immensely,” says Josh
Isaacson, another student member
from California, who has a visual
impairment. “The tapes made learn-
ing much more enjoyable and it
made me strive for better grades.
Not only did | become more com-
fortable with my studies, but | actu-
ally began looking forward to learn-
ing.”

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READING FOR THE BLIND AND DYSLEXIC BY JOHN STEPHENSON, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Not only has RFB&D expanded to
serve more students with an-ever
growing collection of educational ma-
terials, it has continuously adapted
with emerging technologies to make
its recorded books more effective and
efficient learning tools.
