Youth Commission of San Mateo County é

Per DG Lion Kevinôs focus on young lions and Leos, veterans and wom-

en leaders. In this article, we explore the Youth Commission opportunity 

for young leaders in San Mateo County to serve and learn about govern-

ment. 

Per their web site, The San Mateo County Youth Commission is an advisory 

commission to the San Mateo County Board of Supervisors, established in 

1993 to address youth need in the county and provide youth voice in local 

government. The Commission consists of up to 27 members, between the 

ages of 13-21, who reside in San Mateo County. Funded by the County Ex-

ecutive's Office, reporting to the Board of  Supervisors, and housed under 

the Budget, Policy, and Performance Office, the Commission is a collabora-

tive effort of all three San Mateo County serving entities.  

A variety of cities offer similar youth committees or councils for young peo-

ple to get involved in their local government and community.  Listed below 

are two examples from Foster City and San Mateo, respectively. Youth can 

serve in these committees in their community, develop leadership skills, and 

make new friends among participating members.  

The Youth Commission is county wide. It strives to address issues                 

affecting youth in San Mateo County and close the gap between adult and 

youth perspectives. By placing youth in  committees and on County Boards 

and Commissions, the Youth Commission increases awareness of and                 

advocates for youth issues, advises the Board of Supervisors,  presents               

policy recommendations, and creates projects that serve the community.

In Foster City, there is a Youth Activities Committee for young  people to 

apply to serve.  Their committee has 15 members. Itôs purpose is to ñexist as 

a citizens' group (members approved by city council) to advise and respond 

to the City  Council in all matters related to the needs of the youth in Foster 

City and to promote teen involvement in the community.ñ  The committee 

appoints select  members as school representatives for San Mateo High 

School,  Hillsdale High School, Aragon High School, Burlingame High 

School, and Bowditch Middle School. School representatives act as liaisons 

between the school and the Committee and are responsible for communica-

tion and publicity at the school he or she represents.  

San Mateo has a similar program: ñThe Youth Activities Council's mission 

is to provide experiences and opportunities for the youth and teen population 

of San Mateo by:  1) Providing safe and enjoyable activities 2) Creating 

community through special events  3)Empowering youth to have a voice in 

the community. 4) Volunteer opportunities to get involved, and make a      

difference!

The Air Force Aid Society is an official charity supporting 

the Air Force and US Space Program families. Founded in 

1942, it has provided emergency assistance, disaster relief, 

and community programs to airmen, guardians, and their 

familiesðavailable 24/7 to eligible service members 365 

days a yar per their web site. In 2022, AFAS provided over 

$12.5 million in assistance to more than 17,000 Air Force 

and Space Force families.  

Funding for the charity is achieved by donations and an in-

vestment fund that was started from early donations. That 

investment fund now earns income which is used to                         

supplement annual contributions so that all emergency                       

assistance needs can be met, education programs can be 

strengthened, and community enhancement initiatives can 

thrive.  

Per their FAQ, members eligible for assistance from the 

charity include active duty US Air Force and Space Force 

members, their dependents; Air National Guard and Air 

Force Reserve members and their dependents; Retired Air 

Force or Space Force members and their dependents, and 

dependent spouses and dependent-aged children of deceased 

or Air Force  or Space Force personnel, who died on active 

duty or in retired statusΦ  

AFAS offers assistance through interest free loans and grants 

for short term or one-time emergencies like food, utilities , 

and rent. It also helps with car repair and emergency travel 

requirements.  Each case is treated individually and reviewed 

to determine if it falls within the general thrust of the AFAS 

charter.

Per DG Lion Kevinôs focus on young lions and Leos, 

veterans and women leaders, and in honor of DG ós 

daughter, here is a charity based in North Carolina 

that serves women veterans. Women Veterans Support 

Services, Inc. (WVSS) was begun in Wake County, 

N.C., in 2007 by women veterans to advocate for and 

secure resources to help the countyôs and the nationôs 

women veterans, women warriors and their families.   

Their mission: we address the unique needs and              

specialized care for women veterans with or without 

children requiring emergency shelter due to homeless ness or  

domestic violence, providing following services: 1) To obtain help 

with immediate needs such as shelter, food, and clothing, and    

transition aid through existing networks and resources. 2) To help 

women veterans receive the benefits to which they and their                

families are entitled also connect them to community support.                             

3) To navigate the often-complex process of benefits application. 

4) To ease the stress for women veterans who file claims for Post 

Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD) and help them through the                      

process. 5) To establish the only women veterans facilities to ac-

cept children in the Triangle area.  

Programs include:  Red Shoe - addresses homeless, at risk women 

veterans and crisis. Protective Red Shoe - addresses domestic          

violence and sexual assault awareness among our active-duty and 

underserved veteran population. H.E.R. Redefined - Addresses the 

total woman recovery and two support groups.. women military/

veterans, military spouses (teleconference with workbooks), health 

and well being. Ready 4 Work - Assists with job preparation, job 

placement to become productive citizens again. 

The charity's priority objectives address issues like veterans who 

are single mothers needing employment, food and healthcare for 

themselves and their children; domestic violence victims in need 

of immediate shelter; women veterans suffering traumatic brain 

injury and needing treatment; homeless women veterans with or 

without children who need transitional and affordable housing; 

women veterans needing post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) 

counseling, among other issues.
